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This scholarship was established by the Norman W. Ross Horticultural Foundation (NWRHF). The NWRHF was established in 1979 in memory of the late Norman Ross, who served as a University of California Farm Advisor for tree crops in Stanislaus County for 27 years. Ross had a statewide reputation for his excellent teaching and research programs for local growers. His efforts led to major economic contributions to the tree fruit and nut industry nationally and internationally.

The goals of the NWRHF are it promote research, educational activities and assist educational programs related to the development of the tree fruit and nut industry in California.

The NWRHF scholarship is designed to assist students in their goal of attaining a college degree in a field related to the production of tree fruit and nut crops.

Below is a listing of criteria defining scholarship eligibility:

There are two types of scholarships available:

· The first is for a student who will be a returning MJC student.

· The second is for a student who is eligible to transfer to a 4-year college, or continuing a second year at a 4-year college.

Must be majoring in an agriculturally related field that emphasizes the production of tree fruit and nut crops. This may include plant science, horticulture, pest management, Ag business or Ag economics.

The funds will be disbursed to the recipient after proof of re-enrollment at MJC or enrollment at the 4-year college is presented to the NWRHF office. The recipient must begin coursework within 1 year of receiving the award.

The scholarship will be funded to the selected applicants once per calendar year.

The amount of the award is $500 per student for a returning MJC student and/or $1500 per student for an MJC transfer to a 4-year college.

The funds can be used in any way to augment educational expenses.

Applicants who were granted a NWRHF Scholarship may apply a second time.

Applicant does not need to demonstrate a financial need.

The recipient will be selected by a representative of the MJC Ag Department and/or a representative of the NWRHF scholarship committee.

MJC recipients are required to attend the "MJC Last Breakfast" which is held in early May, and serves as a forum to present the various awards to the scholarship winners.
